◦ Some Sangha and community members at Santi 

 

 What will NOT change 
◦ Santi’s mission and objectives 

◦ The Rains Retreat to be held between August & 
October 

◦ Teachings will be held by resident monastics after the 
Rains 

◦ Lay people are encouraged to stay at Santi after the 
Rains 

◦ The need to support the Santi community to ensure it 
remains a spiritual place for us all 



Santi change committee 

 We have brought together Santi’s monastic, 
community and committee members to form the 
Santi change committee 

 

 This committee is responsible for planning, 
facilitating and communicating the change 

 

 This committee will support the smooth change 
transition, from Bhante Sujato to the new spiritual
